ART PROMPTS FOR HEARING GOD

A set of creative prophetic activations designed to open the inner ear through visual expression.

1. Draw the Atmosphere of Your Inner Room

Close your eyes and ask the Holy Spirit:
“What does the inner room of my heart look like today?”

Draw it without judgment — colors, shapes, light, shadow, clutter, or emptiness.

Then ask:
“What do You want to change here?”

Add, erase, or transform the drawing as the Spirit guides.

2. Sketch the Voice That Isn’t Yours

Ask: “Holy Spirit, what voice have I been listening to that is not Yours?”

Draw it symbolically: a shape, a color, a posture, a weight.

Now ask Him to show you:
“What does Your voice look like in contrast?”
Draw a second symbol beside it.

Compare the two.



This helps believers discern the voices in their inner world.

3. The Flame of What God Is Igniting

Ask:
“What are You igniting in me right now?”

Draw a flame — but let its color, shape, size, and direction emerge as revelation.

Then ask:
“What is resisting this fire?”
Draw another symbol or shape.

Watch how the Spirit reveals inner conflict.

4. Draw the Gate God Is Opening

Every season has a gate — a threshold of obedience.
Ask:

“Holy Spirit, show me the gate I am standing in front of.”

Draw whatever comes:

e adoor

e athreshold
e awindow

e an archway



e a flame-shaped opening
e atorn veil

Then ask:

“What is on the other side?”

Sketch a hint, even if faint.

S. Sketch Your Scroll in Symbol Form

Ask:

“What part of my scroll are You emphasizing today?”

Draw what you see:

e akey

e aflame
e ariver
e apath

e acrown
e aseed

e acity gate
e asingle word silhouetted in light

This helps believers engage their calling symbolically before they see it literally.



6. Draw the Lie and Then the Truth

Ask:
“What lie is shaping my emotions right now?”

Draw it as an image — dark, chaotic, or broken.

Then ask:
“Show me Your truth that confronts this lie.”
Draw the truth beside it.

This is powerful inner healing + prophetic alignment.

7. Depict the Season You Are In

Ask:
“Holy Spirit, what season am I in spiritually?”
Draw the impression He gives:

o winter (stillness)

e spring (growth)

e summer (fruitful fire)
o fall (transition)

e desert (testing)

e river (refreshing)

e mountain (authority)

This reveals how God is positioning them.



8. Draw the Hand of God on You Right Now

Ask:

“How are You touching my life right now?”
Draw the hand — but not literally.
Symbolically.

As warmth, color, force, direction, pressure, or movement.

This helps people understand His nearness.

9. Create a Prophetic Color Map

Ask:

“What colors represent what You’re doing in me today?”
Choose 3-5 colors and let the Spirit assign meaning to each.
Then paint or sketch them in a flowing pattern.

This is a non-verbal way to receive revelation.



10. Sketch What Needs to Be Laid on the
Altar

Ask:

“What do You want me to lay down today?”

Draw the object, symbol, or shape that comes to mind.
Then draw the altar beneath it.

This becomes a consecration act.
